When Mary and I got married 44 years ago, we sang a 

song that continues to resonate after all these years. 

The song is, "Pass It On." 

It only takes a spark / To get a fire going 

And soon all those around / Can warm up in its glowing 

That's how it is with God's love / Once you've 

experienced it 

You spread His love to ev'ryone / You want to pass it on 

I have been an ordained pastor for 42 years, and I have 

a strong desire to pass on some of the insights I have 

picked up along the way. 

The spiritual life hasnôt changed a great deal in the 20 centuries since 

Jesus offered the life of Spirit to those whom he gathered. What has 

changed dramatically, in the short period of my ministry, is the culture 

we live in. The pace of life continues to accelerate, as well as the 

number of options that are available for people to engage in. Perhaps 

the most significant aspect of our culture is the electronic medium. The 

electronic culture is very new and very powerful. Now, the electronic 

media itself is morally neutral, just like a gun is morally neutral, it is how 

one uses it that has moral implications.  

I believe we live, to a significant extent, in this ñelectronic culture.ò The 

electronic culture shapes our thought world. In America, the electronic 

culture is what I think of as hyper: hyper-consumerist, hyper-sexual and 

hyper-violent. In such a culture, traditional religion seems increasingly 

slow and irrelevant. It is no accident that the fastest growing religious 

category is ñunaffiliated.ò Folk ñdonôt have timeò for traditional religion. 

The great tradition of Christianity opens up for us the realm of Spirit. It is 

in Spirit that we find wisdom, that we find love, that we find joy, and that 

we find  guidance for a life well lived.  

I wish to offer an experience I am calling, ñShalom Quest.ò This 

experience will be a time of moving into a life of discipleship. Jesus 

commands his followers to ñmake disciples of all nations.ò Disciples are 

apprentices of Jesus who are learning, from him and one another, how 

to love God. ñShalom Questò will begin at St. Paulôs on Saturday, July 

15, at 9:00 a.m. This óretreatô will initiate a spiritual adventure that has 

the potential to transform oneôs personal spiritual journey, as well as the 

journey of our congregation. The retreat on July 15 will be held at St. 

Paulôs and will last four hours. The ñShalom Questò retreats will be 

limited to 12 people, I hope you will consider joining the ñQuest.ò 

ñIt only takes a spark, to get a fire going.ò
